Cool Temperate
Mild/warm summer, cold winter.
Rainfall throughout the year.

Warm Temperate
Warm summer, cold winter.
Rainfall throughout the year.

Sub-tropical
Warm, humid summers.

Tropical
Hot, humid summers.
Wet summers, dry winters.

Semi Arid
Hot dry summer, mild winter.

Mediterranean
Warm summer, cold winter.
Dry summers, wet winters.

Arid
Hot dry summer, cold winter.
Little rainfall throughout the year.
